This insurance document shows the sections of cover, limits,
conditions, exclusions, information on what to do if you need to
claim, how to obtain legal advice and how to contact the 24 hour
emergency assistance service. Itis essential that you read it. The
policy is a contract between us and you. We will pay for any event,
as set out in the policy, that happens during the period of cover for
which you have paid the appropriate premium.

Your travel insurance policy is not intended to cover items of high
value, such as video camcorders, expensive watches etc., as
these should be fully insured under your house contents
insurance on an All Risks extension for 365 days of the year. There
is amaximum amount you can claim for each individual item and a
maximum amount in total for valuables, and these are shown
under the personal possessions section.
